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    Ralph Waldo Emerson continues to challenge all people with these words: “Do 
not go where the path may lead, go instead where there is no path and leave a trail” .  
Angel Covers is proud to look back on our accomplishments of 2004 and realize we have 
forged a number of new trails while maintaining those previously established.  There has 
been tremendous growth in our organization this year.  Contributing to this growth has 
been the expansion of networking adoptive parents, newly established contacts in 
orphanages throughout the world, increased working relationships with other non-profit 
organizations, newly created projects, and an ever-increasing active volunteer force.  
While proud of our endeavors to bring food to the hungry, health to the sick, books to the 
schools, and safe warm living conditions to needy children throughout the world, none of 
these accomplishments would have been possible without the multitudes of generous 
caring people who continue to support our organization. 
    During 2004 Angel Covers increased its on-
going committed support to the orphans of China.  By 
continuing to supply blankets, cribs, and baby bouncers, 
thousands of additional children are warmer and safer 
in their beds and more active and stimulated in their 
baby bouncers due to our previously established 
Lullaby and Tigger Projects.  In addition, because of 
the valuable partnership we enjoy with Love Without 
Boundaries, our support in China expanded this year.  
When made aware of additional playtime and educational needs, we have contributed to 
the purchase of tricycles that enhance physical development and to a kindergarten school 

established and equipped within the Shantou Social Welfare Institute.   
For the first time, from this same orphanage, a young woman is now 
attending college and we are thrilled to be able to fund this opportunity 
for her.  We were also grateful, this year, to continue our contributions 
for much needed cleft surgeries benefiting orphans throughout this 
country and to play a role in the creation of two physical therapy 
rooms throughout China.   

A major accomplishment this year was our contribution of $250,000 to establish 
the endowment fund for the Orphan Relief Fund of China.  “China Heart Designs” , 
through the sale of t-shirts, contributed approximately $7,000 of this total, with the 
remainder being realized from Angel Covers’  sale of over 2200 personalized ceramic 
tiles.  These tiles will soon be used in the construction of the “Hands of Hope Wall”  in 
Beijing, as an expression of gratitude by adoptive families. 



    Founded in 2001 to enhance the lives of the orphans around the world, Angel 
Covers, has now extended its resources into many countries.  Recognizing needs in other 
nations of the world, 2004 found us broadening our commitment to hundreds of orphans 
in such places as Uganda, Kenya and Russia.  Blankets, toys, educational, medical, and 
nutritional needs are a few of the ways we currently reach the children of these countries.  
Working closely with on-site orphanage directors as well as our own volunteer 
coordinators, relief is being brought to some of the most desperate areas of the world.  
    Reaching out has meant new challenges for our organization.  Basic needs of 
clothing, food, potable water, medical necessities, and sanitary living conditions are not 

being met in many areas.  By helping to provide these needs 
through our already established programs, additional desperate 
circumstances can then be addressed.  To ease the horrific 
conditions of hundreds of children, work has begun in remote 
areas of Africa.  With 650 students at risk of cholera, dysentery 
and malaria in the Galilee School in Kenya, Angel Covers made a 
down payment on land and now five temporary latrines have been 
constructed.  In addition to basic items supplied to orphanages, the 
creation of a “Fruit Program” in Kenya brings the children of 

Holly House fresh fruit each month while donations to “Jael’s Promise”  supply much 
needed medicines.   

The family of Dr. Wayne Hagood has honored his work and memory by creating 
the “Plant-A-Book”  program.  This memorial brings school libraries and reading 
programs to children throughout the world.  In 2004, being familiar with the needs at the 
Galilee school, Dr. Hagood’s family choose to establish the first such program in Kenya.  
Further contributing to the educational opportunities of the improvised children of Africa, 
sponsorships have been created for students at the Galilee Primary and Secondary 
Schools of Kenya as well as the Humble Hearts School for 
deaf children located in Nairobi.  Schools are being 
repaired, strengthened, and equipped with books, writing 
materials, and desks. This past year, when the opportunity 
became available, the Angel Covers’  organization made it 
possible for children from Holly House to attend a 
computer camp. Consequently, Sybase Inc., a corporation 
based in California has donated two laptop computers for 
this home.  Through a contact in Uganda, the Marenatha School has been brought into 
our hearts this past year.  Contributions have begun to bring relief to their daily life of 
poverty.   

Angel Covers has always stood ready to help with immediate 
requests whenever possible.  This year found us with an opportunity 
to establish a long-term self-supporting program.  Dubbed “The 
Chicken Project” , two homes in Africa requested and received the 
finances to purchase immunized chickens, including coops and feed.  
This project affords the children, under the guidance of their teachers, 
the experience of raising much needed food as well as marketable 
eggs and chickens for future needs.  Word of this project and its 
success has brought new requests from other African schools. 



    Exposure and recognition are keys to any organization’s growth.  This year, as 
one of the founders of Angel Covers, I was an honored recipient of the congressional 
“Angels In Adoption”  award.  This award, although presented to me as an individual, 
marks the efforts and contributions of many which has allowed Angel Covers to continue 
its work over the past three years.  With exposure and recognition come more heart-
wrenching requests.  Dedicated and committed to reach as many children as possible 
brings with it the responsibility to make wise and prudent decisions.  Angel Covers 
carefully evaluates all requests and then monitors and evaluates all projects.  On-site 
coordinators, written reports, pictures, and references are a few of the requirements that 
allow our organization to make the difficult choices and assure our contributors of the 
important work that Angel Covers is doing. 
     Too often children of the world are victims of 
circumstances beyond their control.  These circumstances 
include, but are not limited to, cultural beliefs, environmental 
conditions, poverty, AIDS, and war.  It is the commitment of 
this organization to continue wherever, whenever and however 
possible to bring relief to the many victims left as orphans.  
Our gift cards, as a way to offer hope, have been tremendously 
popular and successful. Through the generosity of so many, 
hundreds of gift cards, representing thousands of dollars, 
continue to supply the on-going nutritional, developmental, 
educational, and medical needs to orphanages throughout the 
world.   
    With so many requests and so much work that will always loom before us, Angel 
Covers is continually looking for ways to enhance our funding.  In 2004 we added new 

products for sale through our web site, made business donation 
partnerships available, encouraged the “Vehicle Donation To Any 
Charity”  program, conducted an international on-line eBay auction, 
and our scores of loyal supports now have the opportunity to 
contribute using iGive.com as well as Amazon.com both within the 
United States and internationally.  We were also very grateful this 
past year when Dell Computers announced that Angel Covers was 
added to their employees’  list of charitable organizations.  This 

corporation will match any donation made by its employees.   
    Remembering that Archbishop Desmond Tutu reminds us that,  “We are one 
world and these children are our children…” 2004 has found us gratefully joining hands 
with several other non-profit organizations.  These include, Love Without Boundaries, 
Thursday’s Child, and Open Arms India.  Even with the tremendous following of our 
loyal customers and contributors, these organizations make it 
possible for us to contribute more and reach out further than 
we would otherwise be able to do.   
    Knowing we are in a race competing against time for 
the lives of so many disadvantaged children, Angel Covers is 
committed to this race.  As Pablo Casals once said, “The 
child must know that he is a miracle, that since the beginning 
of the world there hasn’ t been, and until the end of the world 



there will not be, another child like him.”   Recognizing that the light, hope, and 
encouragement we are able to provide to children throughout the world is only possible 
through the support of others, Angel Covers pledges to continue to expand our efforts and 
reach out to as many children as possible for years to come.
