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Asone grateful orphanage worker wrote, “...they have given these kids hope for the
future...belief in mankind. The have kept them warm and fed and educated and safe and happy.”
Her message summarizes al that we have done and all that we intend to do. Miraculously
spanning three continents, Angel Covers' previously established programs continue to bring
educational, medical, nutritional, and devel opmental relief to thousands of children.

In May 2002, we organized with the intent of bringing warmth to orphansin China by
providing as many homemade fleece blankets as possible. This commitment grew and in 2005
alone over 500 blankets were donated to our organization and over 300 more were made as a
result of our web site sales. The distribution of those blankets is on going in severa areas of the
world.

In addition to the comfort blankets bring to children often living without
heat, this year, for the orphansin China, we have purchased and distributed
1,000 baby bouncers, through Project Tigger, and 90 safe metal cribs,
through Project LuIIaby Additionally, Angel Covers continues to recognize

— the educational, nutritional, and medical
needs of these children and have remained
actively involved with the funding of other
programs aswell. These include
kindergarten schooling; physical therapy
programs, as well as distributing toys,
tricycles, and blankets purchased within China. We have helped

: - il supply items needed to enhance physical and mental
devel opment of special needs ch| Idren in foster care and we continue to provide supplemental
vitamins, additional food, and medical assistance.

Our Asian commitment expanded this year to include
children of the remote Y ushu Tibetan Automous Region.
Through our on-going partnership with “Love Without
Boundaries’, all 54 children of the WenL e Boarding
School in Qinghal have sponsorships and are guaranteed
an education. These children will now receive school
instruction and supplies, room and board, clothing, and
minor medical treatment when needed. We are especially
proud to be able to bring these orphans and children of
poverty stricken families, hope for their future.
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In the Kibera and Soweta slums of Nairobi, Kenya, Angel Covers continues to work with the
dedicated directors, teachers and volunteers of Galilee Primary School, Waddington High
School, Humble Hearts School For The Deaf, Dagoretti School, and the Holly House Home. In

the summer of 2005, with much joy and anticipation, |
traveled to these areas of Kenya. During my ten-day
visit, | was privileged to meet with the wonderful
children and adults associated with all of these
incredible establishments. | onceread, “Lifeis not
measured by the breaths you take, but by the moments
that take your breath away.” Perhaps more than any
other time since founding Angel Covers, | now fully
understand the meaning behind this statement. The
work being done and the conditions under which it is
happening, coupled with the anticipation for the future,
did truly take my breath away. Schools and orphanagesin
these slums are constructed of corrugated tin and sheet metal
held up by weak poles where most floors are dirt infested with
ants and fleas. Hungry children with only one change of
clothing often sleep more than oneto abed. In some schools,
dueto limited desks, they sit on the floor and textbooks are
always shared with several
others. Similarly, some
teachers are teaching as many as 85 students at atime. Angel
Coverswas privileged to help ease these conditions for the
children and teachers by purchasing beds, mattresses, bedding,
clothing, textbooks, desks, and supplies. With the purchase of
two cooking stoves, lunch programs were expanded at the
Galilee School and Waddington High School while the fruit program and “ Jael’ s Promise”
continues to provide nutritional and medical needs. Through sponsorships, the volunteer
teachers are now receiving a salary while others receive periodic bonuses. Additionally, school
expenses are being met monthly for hundreds of the children. Slowly, living and school
conditions continue to improve with further construction of latrines, repairs made from damage
done by the tsunami, purchase of land and expansion of classrooms, and the continued
contributions of 1aptop computers by Sybase of Boulder, Colorado. In addition, libraries and
laboratories are being realized and stocked.

Angel Cottage, a boarding home for some of the children
attending the Humble Hearts School For The Deaf, became a
reality this year. Now children who previously had to walk
long traitorous roads, have a safe place to live. Although both
structures are quite crude and supplies are minimal, the
cottage and the school are arefuge for 80 often-

misunderstood children who

otherwise might know alife

of abuse, drugs, famine, and

illiteracy. Housed in Angel Cottage is the newly established
library for the Humble Hearts students. Thislibrary was made
possible by the “ Plant-A-Book” memorial fund. Thisfundisa
memoria for Dr. Wayne Hagood and the library is named



“Bea’ s Book Corner” in memory of ayoung deaf Humble Hearts girl who lost her lifein ahome
firethisyear.
Two more self-sustaining Chicken Projects were begun thisyear. At Humble Hearts School
For The Deaf and Dagoretti School, students, under the
direction of adults, help to raise chickens and eggs for
income and food. The “Chicken Project” began in 2004
at the request of coordinatorsin Africaand this year it
was chosen by “Alternative Gifts International” as one of
their featured projects. Not only doesit give the project
national exposure and possible revenue through their
catalog, but revenue will aso be realized through “ Gift
Markets’ throughout the United States. We are grateful
to that organization for recognizing this progressive
program and providing us with the opportunity to globally inform others. Thisis only one way
Angel Coversis helping extremely economically disadvantaged people hel p themselves.
Thanksto our very dedicated Russian coordinator and her extensive trip to Russiathis year,
we have the opportunity to expand our help to the orphans of that country. Her trip encompassed
meetings with governmental officials, and orphanage
director. Additionally she developed avital network of
trusted individuals who will watch over future donations.
Throughout the year, Angel Covers has brought comfort to
the orphaned children of Russia by providing medications
and medical supplies, diapers, formula, warm clothing,
shoes, beds, metal cribs, high chairs, physical and
occupational therapy furniture and supplies, walkers,
playground and sporting equipment, school supplies, and
computers. Asthisyear drew to aclose, baby bouncers
were ordered through Project Tigger and three small water
heaters were installed in an orphanage outside of the
Khabarovsk area, providing relief from the extremely cold
conditions there. We have also made a significant
commitment to assist special needs children and to work with
children through transition programs, when they graduate
from the orphanage system. Realizing the desperate needsin
this region of the world, we look forward to working with
our new contacts to bring comfort and help to the children
and their caregivers associated with Russian orphanages.
This annual report would not be complete without mentioning the
addition of our very heart-warming “Angel Kids’ link on our web site.
Created by our own two sons wanting to help the less fortunate
children they often hear about, they organized and manned a
very successful “Angel Kids Charity Sale”. Now through their
link, they encourage other kids to become involved.
Conseguently, we receive emails from young people all over
the country asking how they can help these disadvantaged
children. Various groups are raising money for Angel Covers through
“Lemon-Aid” stands, a car wash by teenagersin Hawaii, an Eagle Scout
blanket project, Girl Scouts collecting toys and clothing and sponsoring a



Kenyan child, and several young people contributed by requesting their friends donate to Angel
Covers rather than bring birthday presents to their parties.

A second addition was added to our web site this year. Each month, on our home page, we
now feature one or more special needs children available for adoption. By doing so, these
children have an increased chance of finding aforever family through this exposure.

To be displayed on the “Hands Of Hope” wall,
over 2200 tileswere sold in 2004. After overcoming
obstacles concerning its location, 2005 realized the
walls' construction. Located outside Beijing at the
Shepard’s Field Children’s Village, aPhilip Hayden
Foundation project; parents, relatives, and friends
may tour the facility and locate their personalized tile.

Thiswall stands today expressing love and gratitude
for the children of China.

Asin previous years, Angel Covers has had the opportunity to work with a number of other
nonprofit organizations and individual volunteers. As Sam Kobia, a Kenyan Methodist and the
Genera Secretary of the World Council once said, “If you want to go fast, go alone; if you want
to go far, go together”. | believe we have “gone far” this year and it has been my privilegeto
join with the caring dedicated individuals of “Love Without Boundaries’, “ Packages of Hope”,
“Forever Angels’, “Dove Missions’, “ Thursday’s Child”, and “FIRE” (“Flagstaff International
Relief Effort”). In addition to these wonderful partnerships, we have an incredible circle of
volunteers who have graciously contacted us from around the world to help make a difference in
the lives of children. Individuals now serve as country coordinators, others donate time and
goods for our annual auction, work on publicity throughout the year, and organize and ship
clothing and book donations. Additionally, we keep our volunteer web designer quite busy
continually updating our site. These people have heard of our work through contributors,
contacts with our other volunteers, parent groups, web site searches, and through our newly
established “Angels For Orphans’ Y ahoo chat group. Our mutual love and respect of children
has brought us together. | sincerely thank everyone who has given so generously of their time;
we could not have accomplished all that we have without you!

Angel Coversistotally sustained financially by web site purchases, donations, and our annual
on-line * Gifts From The World” auction. Dueto the sale of
thousands of pairs of squeaky shoes, hundreds of fleece
blankets and gift cards, as well as many other items, this
has been a more comfortable year for thousands of children
around the world. Educational opportunities have been
greatly enhanced in Tibet, Africa, and Russiadueto a
tripling of revenue over last years “ Gifts From The World
Auction”. Furthermore, donations in the form of student
and teacher
monthly
sponsorships and

outright monetary donations from generous donors, has

enabled Angel Coversto increase our ongoing program

revenue by 250% over last year. Didi Ananda Ruchira,

Director Abha Light Foundation, once remarked,

“Compassion...well...that's aspecia lessoninlife.
