Started in October 2007, the Huaibei, Anhui nutrition program is already a huge success!
As some of you may know, my youngest daughter is from this orphanage, so it holds a
specia placein my heart. We had the privilege of visiting in Dec. 2003 and have always
wanted to find away to help these beautiful children. A nutrition program seemed a
perfect way to help all of the children.

In January 2007 Angel Covers was asked to provide special bottles for the babies with
cleft lips and palate to use. Since then, the orphanage has been quick to ask for help
whenever it’'s needed. With such caring staff, the babies are growing stronger each day.
Each month 110 boxes of Nestle rice cereal and 168 bags of Nestle Nestogen formula are
delivered to the orphanage at a cost of approximately $600 per month. More than 40
babies are benefiting from this program.
